FSYC participants 
complete natural resource 
management projects and receive 
training and mentorship from USFS, 
NRD, and Forest Stewards Guild 
employees. Hourly pay is $17.00 for 
crew members and $19.00 for crew 
leads, In addition, FSYC participants 
will receive CPR/First Aid certification 
and the opportunity to earn 2 college 
credits from Santa Fe Community 
College.
